S/ll must have the hay moved out of the way for day of cleaning 
up. Panels from the fairgrounds for the end. Klocker moved up to the pla/num 
level for the event. One slight change to make this year, we use manual stopwatch, 
the /me event needs to be on tenths and not hundredths. Tony will give these 
updates to Jamie so she can update the website. Making at least one jump a ramp 
up and ramp down. Do we have enough snow for this? Andy – does not think we 
should get too crazy. Friday evening registra/on – Jamie will ask Kristen to help 
with it. Last year they got a decent number of people. This helps people make 
connec/ons. Extend the fun. Tony will make all the forms. Thoughts on the 
pla/num sponsors gefng one of the classes named ager them.
